8. Do Aol uss full impast of hammer on posls less than 150mim in diameter as they are liable
to shatter and can cause serous injury to the cparator.

. Haver hold or allow an assistant to hold a post in position while baing hammaered, the
post cap is provided for that function.

10. HNever allow any part of the body to pass under the hammer or cap when in the raised
position.

11. Before driving a post make sure you have firm footing.

13. Replace the hammer's rope immediately if il shows any signs of wear or fraying, use only
cartifled repe from broannan fencing.

15. This machine has a DANGER ZONE of 5 metres de not allow any perscns other than the
operator to enter danger zone while machine is being operated.

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OPERATION

Control levers have a similar layout on all vector machines.
Always check and become familiar with the control labels on your
machine before use.

Procedure for safe and effective operation
Couple the postdriver to your tractor ensuring all pins, clips and top link safely
chain are in place. VERY IMPORTANT the pin=s on bolh ends of the safely chain

musl be independent to the pins of the top link! All models excepl model 1.
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Hydraulic hoses

When connecting the hydraulic hoses to the tractor, models Agri and
Conftractor are supplied with a super flow hydraulic system and have
three service hoses which are clearly labelled.

The large hose labelled FREE FLOW RETURMN should not have any
restriction; it should be connected directly to non restricted return porl
or through filler cap.

Do not use less than 24" fittings.
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Top Link Adjustment

Select one of the 3 holes to give you the correct ram stroke to suit your
tractor.

With the ram in place and all three legs of the postdriver resting on level
ground relax top link ram and remove pin “A", then move ram to pick up
selected hole finally replace pin securaly.

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Rockspike

To use the rockspike first lift the hammer and cap above the spike then unlock the
spike and swing under the cap.

During this operation do not allow any part of your body into the area
underneath the hammer and cap.

Lowaer the hammaer and cap onto the spike and position the spike using the machines
slides and tilts.

When in correct position lowaer the spike collar and drop the spike to the ground,
Continue lowaring the collar along the spike to the bottem of the mast.

Drive the spike into the ground stopping just before it hits the collar,

To extract the spike first raise the hammer and cap above the travel of the spike and
lowar the support leg on the bottom of the mast until it makes contact with the
ground.

Use the extraction ram to remove the spike from the ground, Once raised fully it can
ba moved to its parked position and locked in place.

The support leg is only to protect the machine while the spike is baing extracted and
is not to be used to pull the spike or move the machine out of alignment as this will
cause unwanted stress on the postdriver
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Maximum daily output

To achisve madimum daily sulpul when driving posls procesd as Tollows,
Lowar the machine to within 1 50mm of tha ground using tractor hydravlics in position
control.
Leave it like that and put tractor hydraulics inte constant pumping for your oil supply to
the post driver.

Mowe into position for the first post to be driven and operate hydraulic legs to make firm
contact with the ground, drive the post then lift the legs just enouegh to clear the ground,
move Lo the nexl posl, drop legs bo the ground again and continue like this.

Thi= i= far belter, casier and quicker than lifting and lowering the machine for each posl.
When a post relator i= being used, it should be relaxed bafore lifting it off the post,

IMPORTANT

Always lower hammer before moving machine.

Maintenance

Te provide a long and trouble free service life,
the following maintenance pointe must be adhered to

Pulleysz: Pulleys are high up but den't forget them one grease nipple per pulley two
shots of grease every two days.

Inner mast: Kesp mast liberally greased where each slide comes in contact.
Hammer slide: Keep liberally greazed at all times.

Post cap rails: One on aach side of mast, kesp wall greasad at all timas.

Grease can be applied to all moving parts of main mast with a brush oF rag.

In addition there are alzo many greaze nipplez around the side shift and backshift
slides.

The king pin on side mounted machines are fitled with maintenance fres solf

lubricaling polymer bearings and do nol require grease.

Plenty of grease pays dividends in the long term.
Mever run mast or slides dry.
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SAFETY WARNING

HAMMER ROPE
Chack condition of h rFope fr thy for any signs of waar or fraying.
If there is any doubt about rope condition it should be replaced immediately with a
certified replacement from Brennan Fencing.

Rope clamps must be tightensd until there is 28mm of thread showing.

Weekly Checks
# Condilion of rope should be examined for signs of wear or fraying.
® Conditien of hydraulic heses and fittings should be examined for signs of wear or leaks
® Condition of pest cap should be examined for structural damage @.9. cracks ete,

Return Hose
Important Notice

RAeturn hose must not have any restriction on the return flow of oil to the tractor.

DO HOT use a quisk release coupling that returns the cil through the tractors own valve.
Return of oil should go back into the same aperture that is used to fill the tractors rear
differential or gearbox i.e. NON RESTRICTIVE.

The return hose is % and & % male or female quick release coupling is ok OMLY if it is used
in conjuncltien with a mads up adapter in the il filling aperture as mentiened above.

Problams ralating to il leaks on contrel valves are often dus te oil back pressure,
You must ensure the oll return pipe allows a free flow and un restricted flow of oil.

Closed centre hydraulics.
For tractors with closed centre hydraulics
fve. 20, 30, 40 & 80 series John Deer tractors [old type)
a blanking plug must be fitted to the end plate of the hydraulic control valves.
